¢ NRCS recently published an updated version of EFH 4, Exhibit A (Geologic Subsurface Investigations) to their
website.* The big change is additional soils investigation requirements for the following areas:
1. Above Ground Vertical Storages (NRCS walls, Pipping, Slurry Store, etc.)
2. Post or Pier Foundations for Roof Structures
3. Retaining Walls or Continuous Concrete Walls Under Roof Structures.

o Please read through these different areas (see Pages 4-WI-74 through 77), and if you have a project that
falls into one of these categories contact your engineering contact before you do test pits and we will
work with you on the investigation process. If you have already completed your soils investigation for a
project but it has not been approved yet, please contact your engineering contact to make sure further
investigation is not warranted. This process is new to all of us and we will be doing our best to guide you
through it.
