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FRIENDS OF ROSE LAKE/CARNES PARK Meeting July 19, 2022
NOTE: Next meeting will be Tuesday, August 16, 2022, 6 p.m, at Carnes West shelter. All welcome.

The Fort Farmers Market booth on Saturday, July 16, went well, with Fort High School’s collection of
some larger birds being displayed. A good number of adults and children visited the booth. Our
mission was to support Fort Atkinson as a Bird City, educate on birds and pollinators (with posters and
handouts), plus to get out the word about Jefferson County’s 22 parks. The Fort Fort Atkinson
Chamber of Commerce provided a tent for us on a misty, foggy morn’. Thanks much.

Monitoring bluebirds for the Bluebird Restoration Association has had some good results. At Jones
Lane (Carnes East), we had one batch fledge and now the same nest box has a second nest started. At
the SW prairie at Carnes West, we had a successful fledge. Several tree swallows had success also.
‘House wrens now have a few nests.

Do you know of the Carnes trails and parking off of Hoard Road, near to Hwy. 12? A former duck
blind on the trail is being reworked to be a viewing deck.

It was noted that the kestrel box off Jones Lane (Carnes East) had four chicks. They have been banded.
Other notes: bluebirds love meal worms; the Merlin app by Cornell University is great; see great blue
herons while kayaking along the Bark River; the library box at Carnes West’s deck has some copies of
“Bird Watcher’s Digest” to take or borrow.

The CONSULTANT SERVICES will be completed by March 31, 2024.
BASIS OF PAYMENT

Compensation for Authorized SERVICES provided by the CONSULTANT under terms of the CONTRACT shall
be for an amount not to exceed $214,958.50.

Compensation for If Authorized SERVICES provided by the CONSULTANT under terms of the CONTRACT shall
be for an amount not to exceed $4,371.00.

Compensation for all SERVICES provided by the CONSULTANT under terms of the CONTRACT shall be for an
amount not to exceed $219,329.50.

This CONTRACT incorporates and the parties agree to the General Terms and Conditions of the Engineering
Services, which are annexed and made a part of this CONTRACT, consisting of 1 page.

This CONTRACT incorporates all of the MANUALS defined in the CONTRACT. The parties also agree to all of
the Special Provisions which are annexed and made a part of this CONTRACT, consisting of 8 pages.

Nothing in this CONTRACT accords any third party beneficiary rights whatsoever on any non-party that may be
enforced by any non-party to this contract.

General Terms and Conditions of the Engineering Services

KL Engineering, Inc. will begin engineering services upon written
authorization to proceed. Receipt of a signed contract will be
considered written authorization. For projects requiring phased
services a written authorization of approval of the prior phase and
notice to proceed on the subsequent phase must be received prior to
commencement of services. Phases, when applicable, shall be
divided into study and report phase, preliminary design phase, final
design phase and construction phase.

KL Engineering, Inc. will bill the Jefferson County monthly with net
payment due in thirty (30) days. Past due balances shall be subject
to an interest charge at a rate of 1%2% per month. In addition, KL
Engineering, Inc., may after, giving seven (7) days’ written notice,
suspend service under any agreement until Jefferson County has
paid in full all amounts due for services rendered and expenses
incurred, including the interest charge on past due invoices.

The quoted fees and scope of engineering services constitute the
estimate of the fees and tasks required to perform the services as
defined. This agreement, upon execution by both parties hereto, can
be amended only by written instrument signed by both parties. For
those projects involving conceptual or process development service,
activities often cannot be fully defined during initial planning. As the
project progresses, facts uncovered may reveal a change in direction
which may alter the scope. KL Engineering, Inc., will promptly inform
Jefferson County in writing of such situations so that changes in
this agreement can be made as required.

Costs and schedule commitments shall be subject to change for
delays caused by the Owner’s failure to provide specified facilities or
information or for delays caused by unpredictable occurrences
including, without limitation, fires, floods, riots, strikes, unavailability of
labor or materials, delays or defaults by suppliers of materials or
services, process shutdowns, acts of God or the public enemy, or acts
or regulations of any governmental agency. Temporary delays of
services caused by any of the above which result in additional costs
beyond those outlined may require renegotiation of this agreement.

KL Engineering, Inc., will maintain insurance coverage for: Worker's
Compensation, General Liability, Auto Liability, and Professional
Liability. KL Engineering, Inc., will provide information as to specific
limits upon written request. If Jefferson County requires coverages or
limits in addition to those in effect as of the date of the agreement,
premiums for additional insurance shall be paid by Jefferson County.
The liability of KL Engineering, Inc., to Jefferson County for any
indemnity commitments, or for any damages arising in any way out of
performance of this contract is limited to such insurance
coverages and amounts which KL Engineering, Inc., has in
effect.

Jefferson County shall indemnify and hold harmless KL Engineering,
Inc. from and against all judgments, losses, damages, and expenses
(including attorney fees and defense costs) to the extent such
judgments, losses, damages, or expenses are caused by any negligent
act, error, or omission of Jefferson County or any person or
organization for which Jefferson County is legally liable. KL
Engineering, Inc. shall indemnify and hold harmless Jefferson County
from and against all judgments, losses, damages, and expenses
(including attorney fees and defense costs) to the extent such
judgments, losses, damages, or expenses are caused by any negligent
act, error, or omission of KL Engineering, Inc. or any person or
organization for which KL Engineering, Inc. is legally liable. Upon
completion of all Services, obligations, and duties provided for in this
Agreement, or in the event of termination of this Agreement for any
reason, the terms and conditions of this Article shall survive.

In the event of a dispute between KL Engineering, Inc. and
Jefferson County arising out of or related to this Agreement, the
aggrieved party shall notify the other party of the dispute within a
reasonable time after such dispute arises. If the parties cannot
thereafter resolve the dispute, each party shall nominate a senior
officer of its management to meet to resolve the dispute by direct
negotiation or mediation. Should such negotiation fail to resolve the
dispute, KL Engineering, Inc. and Jefferson County agree that all
disputes between them arising out of or relating to this Agreement
shall be submitted to non-binding mediation unless the parties
mutually agree otherwise. During the pendency of any dispute, the
parties shall continue diligently to fulfill their respective obligations
hereunder.

Termination of this agreement by Jefferson County or KL Engineering,
Inc., shall be effective upon seven (7) days’ written notice to the other
party.

Written
acknowledgment of receipt, or the actual performance of services
subsequent to receipt of such purchase order, requisition, or notice of
authorization to proceed is specifically deemed not to constitute
acceptance of any terms or conditions contrary to those set forth
herein.

KL Engineering, Inc., intends to serve as Jefferson County's
professional representative for those services as defined in this
agreement, and to provide advice and consultation to Jefferson County
as a professional. Any opinions of probable project costs, reviews
and observations, and other decisions made by KL Engineering,
Inc., for Jefferson County are rendered on the basis of experience
and qualifications and represents the professional judgment of KL
Engineering, Inc. However, KL Engineering, Inc., cannot and does
not guarantee that proposals, bids or actual project or construction
costs will not vary from the opinion of probable cost prepared by it.
Jefferson County agrees to hold KL Engineering, Inc., harmless for
any claim arising out of or related in anyway to project or
construction costs.

This agreement shall not be construed as giving KL Engineering, Inc.,
the responsibility or authority to direct or supervise construction
means, methods, techniques, sequence, or procedures of
construction selected by the contractors or subcontractors or the
safety precautions and programs incident to the work of the
contractors or subcontractors.

This agreement shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with
the laws of the State of Wisconsin.

This agreement cannot be changed or terminated orally. No waiver of
compliance with any provision or condition hereof should be effective
unless agreed in writing duly executed by the parties hereto.

This agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties
on the subject matter hereof and no representations, inducements,
promises or agreements not embodied herein (unless agreed in
writing duly executed) shall be of any force or effect, and this
agreement supersedes any other prior understanding entered into
between the parties on the subject matter hereof.

SCOPE OF SERVICES
A. GENERAL

@ Services under the CONTRACT shall be performed in accordance with the DEPARTMENT'S
“Sponsor’'s Guide to Non-Traditional Transportation Project Implementation”, August 2018
edition excepting the following:

€)) The superstructure and pier/ abutment repair for the two-span RR bridge and the three
existing culverts to be replaced shall be designed and permitted in conjunction with this
project but will be completed with 100% local funds and will not follow WisDOT Bureau
of Structures procedures.

2 The CONTRACT incorporates the design of a 2.8-mile multi-use trail in an existing We Energies
corridor.

3 Design files shall be completed in 2018 Civil 3D format.

2 A Pavement Report is not included in this CONTRACT.

Any encroachments shall be
documented in the Design Study Report.

C. ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION

By its execution of this CONTRACT, the CONSULTANT does hereby specify in accordance with the
disclosure statement requirements of 40 CFR 1506.5(c) and 23 CFR 771.123(d) that CONSULTANT
has no financial or other interest in the outcome of this PROJECT.

The CONSULTANT shall prepare a Categorical Exclusion Checklist (CEC) Environmental document for
the PROJECT as specified in the MANUAL and Chapter TRANS 400, Wisconsin Administrative Code.
The appropriate number of copies shall be furnished to the MUNICIPALITY and DEPARTMENT for
approval.



If review of the environmental document by the MUNICIPALITY, DEPARTMENT, or FHWA indicates
that changes to this document are necessary, all such changes shall be made by the CONSULTANT.

In preparing environmental documentation, CONSULTANT shall consider and evaluate as alternatives
to the PROJECT other reasonable actions or activities that may achieve the same or similar goals of the
proposed PROJECT, including other or additional transportation alternatives and intermodal
opportunities and the alternative of taking no action. CONSULTANT shall evaluate alternative courses
of action based upon a balanced consideration of the environment, public comments, and the need for
safe and efficient transportation consistent with local, state, and national environmental goals.
CONSULTANT shall prepare environmental documents that are concise and emphasize real
environmental issues and plausible alternatives. CONSULTANT shall comply with the requirements
specified in the MANUAL and TRANS 400, Wisconsin Administrative Code. In the event of a conflict
between the MANUAL and TRANS 400, Wisconsin Administrative Code, the administrative rule
supersedes.

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CONCESSION AGREEMENT

This Concession Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”) is made and entered

into as of this day of , 2022 by and between Jefferson County (hereinafter

referred to as the “County”) and The Surf Shack, LLC (hereinafter referred to as the
“Concessionaire”). Kevin Wiesmann shall be the primary representative of the County in the
management of this agreement. The primary representative of the Concessionaire is Nathan Olson
(Owner).
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the County owns and operates multiple parks, including the Park known as Cappies
Landing, located in the Town of Watertown at N8625 Jefferson Road, Watertown, WI 53094, hereinafter
referred to as the Park; and

WHEREAS, Concessionaire desires to provide and operate a concession stand at the Park for the
purpose of renting kayaks, canoes, and stand up paddle boards to the Park patrons; and

WHEREAS, the County is willing to permit the Concessionaire to provide and operate a
concession stand at the Park in accordance with and subject to the limitations set forth in this
Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of their mutual promises, the parties agree as follows:
1. Term: The term of this agreement shall be for one year commencing on August 15, 2022 and ending
on August 14, 2023, automatically renewing for one year terms unless terminated by either party for
any reason or no reason upon 30 days written notice. During this term, the County grants to the
Concessionaire the right to operate the concession at Cappies Landing in exchange for the concession
payment provided herein. Except as provided herein, the Agreement shall terminate on the date above
and the Concessionaire shall relinquish all claims and rights regarding the concession at Cappies Landing
at that time. The terms of this Agreement may be renegotiated at any time by mutual consent of both

parties.

2. Location: The concession will be located on those portions of Cappies Landing described in

Exhibit “A” (hereinafter identified collectively as the “premises”) which is attached and made a part of
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this Agreement.

3. Concessionaire Service: Concessionaire shall offer for rent the use of kayaks, canoes, and

paddleboards and will include all required or appropriate safety equipment.

4. Hours of Operation: The concession shall be in operation on a daily basis from at least the
third weekend in May through Labor Day weekend each year. Hours of operation will be no

earlier than sunrise to no later than sunset each day.

5. Signage/Advertising: The County must authorize in writing any use of signs or
Advertising or display materials relating to the concession and displayed on the Premises. All signs or
advertising issued or used by the Concessionaire shall be paid for by the Concessionaire

and shall clearly identify that such sign or advertising is on behalf of “The Surf Shack, LLC.”

6. Compliance: Concessionaire agrees to conduct its business and to operate the same in
compliance with all health codes, safety standards and other applicable laws, ordinances

and regulations, and to obtain all necessary City, County, State, and Federal Licenses, permits and
tax numbers, as required to conduct such operations. Concessionaire further agrees to pay

any and all income taxes, sales taxes and other taxes which may be due or become due in
connection with Concessionaire’s business. Concessionaire shall train and closely supervise

all concession employees, vendors and salespersons so they are aware of and adhere to all

terms and conditions of this Agreement and all applicable laws, rules and regulations of the

State of Wisconsin, the City/Town of Watertown and Jefferson County.

8. Premises Upkeep: The Concessionaire will maintain and keep up all structures and all
surrounding ground areas of the Premises, and in particular, the rental areas, in good
repair, and in a clean, neat and sanitary condition at all times. The high standards of
maintenance and upkeep of the Premises for a clean, neat and sanitary condition shall

include, but not be limited to: removal of weeds, trash and obstructions; cleaning raking of
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landing areas as needed of all areas of the Premises, except when such activities may be
performed by the County, at its sole discretion. The Concessionaire will not cause or

allow any waste or nuisance upon the Premises.

9. Temporary Closure: If the County determines that an emergency exists, the

County may order the concession to be temporarily closed. Closures for severe emergencies
such as flooding or storm damage may require that the County close the concession for an
extended period. Any closure of the concession by the County for a period of 15 days

or longer for emergency purposes during a period between Memorial Day and Labor Day
shall permit the Concessionaire to request re-negotiations with the County on the
percentage fee to be paid to the County for that calendar year. The County shall

agree to negotiate in good faith in such circumstances.

10. Concession Payments: The Concessionaire agrees to pay a percentage of the gross annual

revenues collected from this concession to the County. These payments shall be made

on or before April 1st of the following year. For the purposes of the Agreement “gross annual

revenues” are all revenues collected by the Concessionaire for sales of goods and services,

rental of equipment, and booking of activities at the Park, excluding sales taxes collected.

The County acknowledges that the Concessionaire may have operations at other

locations other than Cappies Landing and the County is not entitled to any portion of revenues collected
from those operations unless there is a separate agreement specific to this other operation. During the
term of this Agreement the percentage of the gross annual revenues paid to the County shall be 10%

(ten percent).

11. Independent Contractors: Concessionaire is an independent contractor and shall not be
considered an employee, officer or agent of the County. Concessionaire shall hire and
employ such persons as Concessionaire deems necessary to provide adequate concession
services and shall retain the right to exercise full control and supervision of all such persons

assisting Concessionaire in the performance of services hereunder. Concessionaire shall be solely
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responsible for all matters relating to payment of its employees including workers compensation, social

security and income withholding, and all other regulations governing such matters.

12. Assignment: Concessionaire shall not sub-contract or otherwise assign, delegate or transfer
the rights, duties and services to be performed under this Agreement, or any part hereof,

without the prior written consent of the County.

13. Seller’s Permit: The Concessionaire shall obtain and hold a seller’s permit if necessary and

comply with all sales tax requirements under current or future Wisconsin law.

14. Termination: Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement upon 30 days prior
written notice provided to the other party. Upon termination of this Agreement for any

reason, the Concessionaire shall promptly remove all of Concessionaire’s personal property

and leave the premises in a clean and orderly condition. Any property or improvements
remaining at the end of the 30 day termination period shall be considered abandoned

property and shall be disposed of by the County as it sees fit. Upon termination,

Concessionaire shall be required to pay any and all amounts then due and owing to the

County under the terms of this Agreement.

15. Insurance: Concessionaire agrees to obtain and maintain, at Concessionaire’s sole cost and
expense, comprehensive general liability insurance coverage to insure against all claims

which arise from the operation or performance of Concessionaire’s activities pursuant to this
Agreement with single limit coverage applying to bodily and personal injury liability and

property damage of not less than $1,000,000 (one million dollars) per occurrence. This policy shall
contain an endorsement listing the County, its officers, employees, agents and

representatives as additional insureds, and shall be submitted to the County upon execution of this
Agreement. Concessionaire shall also obtain worker’s compensation insurance, or a waiver of such
insurance, in accordance with Wisconsin law. Concessionaire shall maintain any casualty or

other insurance deemed desirable by Concessionaire to protect Concessionaire’s personnel,
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property and equipment placed or utilized at the Park.

16. Indemnity: Concessionaire agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the County,

its officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all loss, liability, expense,

claims, costs, suits and damages, including attorney’s fees, however caused, arising out of or

resulting from the operations, acts or omissions of the Concessionaire, its employees, officers

and agents, in performance of Concessionaire’s services and obligations under this

Agreement. The County agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the

Concessionaire, its officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all loss,

liability, expense, claims, costs, suits and damages, including attorney’s fees, however

caused, arising out of or resulting from the operations, acts or omissions of the County,

its employees, officers and agents, in performance of County’s services and obligations

under this Agreement. The obligations of Concessionaire under this paragraph shall survive the expiration
or termination of this Agreement. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as a waiver of any
statutory defenses, limitations of liability, or immunities to which County may be entitled according to

law.

17. Included in this Agreement: In this Agreement, the County and the Concessionaire
include their respective employees, officers, members, directors, agents, servants,
contractors, representatives, partners, assignees and successors. If the Concessionaire
ceases to exist in fact or by law, the County may immediately terminate this Agreement

and, without waiving any remedy available to it, perform the duties under this Agreement.

18. Other Agreements Superseded: This Agreement shall constitute the entire Agreement and
previous Agreement communications or Agreements pertaining to this Agreement are

hereby superseded. Any contractual revisions including cost adjustments and time

extensions must be made by an amendment to this Agreement or other written
documentation, signed by both parties at least 30 days prior to the ending date of this

Agreement. The Concessionaire shall notify its insurance company and its surety, if any, of

any amendment.
