Pete Weston of The Design Alliance Architects Inc.,
Fort Atkinson, spoke on the bids received for professional design ser-
vices for the Highway Department (Resolution No. 2013-05).

Clerk of Courts/Register in Probate Carla Robinson, Coroner
Patrick Theder, Corporation Counsel Philip Ristow and District
Attorney Susan Happ presented annual reports. The annual

The Jefferson County Planning and Zoning Committee, having con-
sidered petitions to amend the zoning ordinance of Jefferson County,
filed for public hearing held on February 21 and March 21, 2013, as
required by law pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, notice thereof having
been given, and being duly advised of the wishes of the town boards
and persons in the areas affected, hereby makes the following rec-
ommendations:

THE PRIOR MONTH’'S AMENDMENTS R3625A-13, R3626A-13
AND R3627A-13 ARE EFFECTIVE UPON PASSAGE BY COUNTY
BOARD, SUBJECT TO WIS. STATS. 59.69(5).

Mr. David moved that the report be adopted. Seconded and
carried.

Mr. David presented Ordinance No. 2013-01.

WHEREAS, the Jefferson County Board of Supervisors has here-
tofore been petitioned to amend the Jefferson County Zoning Ordi-
nance, and

WHEREAS, Petition R3628A-13 was referred to the Jefferson
County Planning and Zoning Committee for public hearing on Febru-
ary 21, 2013, and Petitions R3629A-13 and R3630A-13 were referred
for public hearing on March 21, 2013, and

WHEREAS, the proposed amendments have been given due con-
sideration by the Board of Supervisors in open session,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED that the Jefferson County
Board of Supervisors does amend the zoning ordinance of Jefferson
County (and official zoning maps) as follows:

FROM A-1, EXCLUSIVE AGRICULTURAL TO N, NATURAL
RESOURCE

Rezone 5.1 acres from PIN 008-0715-1742-001 (12.023 acres) to
Natural Resource near the home at N6240 Christberg Road in the
Town of Farmington. This approval is conditioned upon road access
approval, and upon receipt and recording of a final certified survey
map for the lot including extraterritorial plat review if necessary, or
for recording of a deed transfer document for the property. The re-
zoning shall be null and void and of no effect one year from the date
of County Board approval unless all applicable conditions have been
completed by that date. (R3628A-13 — Fay Jean Toebe Trust)

FROM A-1 EXCLUSIVE AGRICULTURAL TO A-3, AGRICULTURAL/
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RURAL RESIDENTIAL AND N, NATURAL RESOURCE

Rezone 4 acres on Frommader Road for a new residential building
site, and rezone 6.3 adjacent acres for a Natural Resource zone. The
site is near N2508 Frommader Road in the Town of Hebron, on PIN
010-0515-0112-000 (28.665 acres). Rezoning is conditioned upon
road access approval for each zone, upon receipt of a soil test show-
ing sites for installation of both initial and replacement private sewage
systems for the proposed building site, and upon approval and re-
cording of a final certified survey map for the property. Rezoning shall
be null and void and of no effect one year from the date of County
Board approval unless all applicable conditions have been completed
by that date. The petitioner shall make the Department of Natural
Resources aware of the zoning change. (R3629A-13 & R3630A-13
— William & Mary Powell)

Mr. David moved that Ordinance No. 2013-01 be adopted. Sec-
onded and carried.

Mr. Mode presented Resolution No. 2013-01.

WHEREAS, per § 59.22 of the Wisconsin State Statutes, Compen-
sation, fees, salaries and traveling expenses of officials and employ-
ees, § 59.22(1)(a)(1) states each county is required to “establish the
total annual compensation for services to be paid to the officer”, and

WHEREAS, § 59.22(1)(a)(1) also states “the compensation estab-
lished shall not be increased nor diminished during the officer’s term”,
and

WHEREAS, the term for all county constitutional officers was two
years until 2006 when the State Legislature changed the term to four
years, with the Sheriff, Clerk of Courts and Coroner being elected
concurrent with the gubernatorial election and the County Clerk,
Treasurer and Register of Deeds being elected concurrent with the
presidential election, and

WHEREAS, with the alternating terms, it has become increasingly
difficult to set compensation fairly between the elective official posi-
tions, and

WHEREAS, compensation for other county positions are typically
set for a one or two year period, and

WHEREAS, with the volatility of the current economy, it has be-
come increasingly difficult for the County Board of Supervisors to set
compensation for any position for four years, and

WHEREAS, counties normally do not know what funds they will
have available for their budget until the two-year state budget is re-
leased, and

WHEREAS, compensation for elective officials must be set in April
of their election year and County Board budgets are not adopted until
November, and

WHEREAS, former § 66.197, repealed by the Legislature effective
January 1, 2001, allowed counties to make annual increases in sal-
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aries paid to elected officials so the difficulties set forth above could
be avoided,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Jefferson County
Board of Supervisors hereby requests the Wisconsin State Legisla-
ture to reconsider Wisconsin State Statute § 59.22 or reinstate re-
pealed § 66.197 to allow counties to review and adjust the compen-
sation paid to elective officials during their four-year term based on
changing economic conditions.

BE IT ALSO RESOLVED that the Jefferson County Board of Su-
pervisors directs the County Clerk to forward this resolution to the
Governor, Jefferson County’s representatives in the legislature, and
the Wisconsin Counties Association.

Fiscal Note: No direct fiscal impact.

Mr. Mode moved that Resolution No. 2013-01 be adopted. Sec-
onded and carried.

Mr. Mode presented Resolution No. 2013-02.

WHEREAS, the tax-exempt status of municipal bonds is nearly a
century old and is vital to funding local infrastructure and economic
development, and

WHEREAS, any move to change the current tax treatment of lo-
cal government bonds would lead to higher borrowing costs for local
governments, and

WHEREAS, without tax-exempt financing much-needed infrastruc-
ture improvements would likely be delayed, and

WHEREAS, tax-exempt bonds are a critical tool for Wisconsin
counties that facilitates the budgeting and financing of long-term in-
vestments in the infrastructure and facilities necessary to meet public
demand for government services, and

WHEREAS, at a time when infrastructure demands are great, in-
creasing the cost of local government borrowing could have serious
impacts on the national, state and local economies, and

WHEREAS, without the tax-exemption, the effectiveness of the
bond market would be significantly dampened, creating higher bor-
rowing costs for county governments, less investment in infrastruc-
ture, and fewer jobs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Jefferson County
does hereby support maintaining the current tax-exempt status of
municipal bonds.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Clerk shall forward a copy of
this resolution to Senators Baldwin and Johnson, Representative
Sensenbrenner and the Wisconsin Counties Association.

Fiscal Note: No direct fiscal impact.

Mr. Mode moved that Resolution No. 2013-02 be adopted. Sec-
onded and carried.
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Mr. Mode read Resolution No. 2013-03.

WHEREAS, Section 59.52(19), Wisconsin Statutes, provides “the
Board may accept donations, gifts or grants for any public govern-
mental purpose within the powers of the County”, and

WHEREAS, no policy exists to prescribe the process for consider-
ation and acceptance of donations ranging from small cash amounts
offered to departments for particular purposes up to and including
tracts of land or significant amounts of money, and

WHEREAS, the Administration & Rules Committee and the Finance
Committee have considered the issue and have tried to balance the
administrative effort required to deal with numerous small donations
and the Board’s necessary oversight of significant offers made to the
County and have developed the attached policy captioned “Accep-
tance of Monetary, Non-Monetary and In-Kind Donations Policy”, and

WHEREAS, the Administration & Rules Committee and the Finance
Committee recommend adoption of this policy to provide direction to
department heads and county administration on how to properly han-
dle offers made to the County,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the policy as recom-
mended by the Administration & Rules Committee and the Finance
Committee be and is hereby adopted.

Acceptance of Monetary, Non-Monetary and In-Kind
Donations Policy

1.) Definitions. “Donation” is defined as any monetary, non-mone-
tary or in-kind donation, devise or bequest to Jefferson County.

“Monetary Donation” includes cash or a check, money order or oth-
er negotiable instrument. In the event of a stock donation, since a
government entity is not legally able to own stock, such a donation
would be liquidated and turned into cash or other liquid asset, and
treated as a monetary donation.

“Non-Monetary Donation” includes real or personal property.

“In-Kind Donation” is defined as services or labor supplied for an
identified project or program.

“Established Fundraising Efforts” includes donations extended to
recurring annual events, in-kind donations associated with annual
events, or donations for the maintenance and upkeep of donated ma-
terials by the original donor.

2.)Purpose. To establish a policy and procedures for the accep-
tance of monetary, non-monetary and in-kind donations, devises, or
bequests from private citizens, business groups or other organiza-
tions. Considerations include the use of the donation, restrictions
associated with the donation, cost associated with and effective use
of the donation.
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3.) Donation Administration. Department Heads are responsible
for informing the Administrator and Finance Director of all donations
over $5,000 or donations that do not fall under the County’s estab-
lished fundraising efforts.

A resolution will be required to go to the County Board to accept
donations over $5,000 or donations that do not fall under the County’s
established programs or fundraising efforts.

All donations may be recognized formally in a letter from the De-
partment Head, Administrator or the County Board.

4.) Monetary Donations. If a monetary donation is to be used on
a project budgeted in the year in which the donation is received or on
a project consistent with the County’s policy, subject to #3 above, the
Department Head is authorized to accept all unrestricted, monetary
donations whether solicited or not. If no terms or conditions are at-
tached to the donation, devise or bequest, the County may expend
or use the same for any municipal use. If conditions are appended by
the donor, the Department Head will consult with the Administrator to
determine the acceptance or denial of the gift, which decision may be
referred to the County Board. After acceptance, the donation is to be
deposited into the appropriate fund by the County Treasurer.

5.) Non-Monetary Donations. The Department Head is autho-
rized to determine the appropriateness, usefulness and the value to
the County of all non-monetary donations, whether solicited or not
and accept same if less than $5,000 in value. The department head
shall recommend, if greater than $5,000 value or land of any val-
ue, to the County Board the retention, improvement, return to donor,
transfer, trade, sale, donation to other agency, or other disposition.
Non-monetary donations from other governmental units may be ac-
cepted by the Department Head regardless of value.

6.) In-Kind Donations. If an in-kind donation is to be used on a
project budgeted in the year in which the donation is received, the
Department Head may approve the donation. If the in-kind donation is
intended for use on a project that is not budgeted in the year in which
it is received, it shall be approved in accordance with procedures for
non-monetary donations.

For tax record purposes, donors providing in-kind donation will
have the option of invoicing the County, indicating the service provid-
ed and the estimated value but no charge will be imposed upon the
County. As an alternative to the donor invoice, the County may pro-
vide documentation for the in-kind donation to the donor in the form
of a letter indicating the services provided.

7.) Established Fundraising Efforts. Established fundraising ef-
forts, which are implicitly authorized in the annual budget process,
will be specifically coordinated and managed by the appropriate de-
partment. If the fundraising effort is not a recurring annual event or
part of the annual budget process, the department shall obtain prior
committee approval before starting fundraising. Department Heads
are required to follow standard donation administration, as specified
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in #3 of this policy.

8.) Ownership. Any donations to the County become the property
of the County.

9.) Non-Acceptance of Donation. The Administrator may decline
to accept a donation if such donation is not consistent with the poli-
cies, plans, goals or ordinances of the County or the acceptance of
same is contrary to law. The Administrator will report any donations
that have been declined at the following Administration and Rules
Committee meeting.

10.) Donation Listing. Annually the Department Head will provide
the annual donations that were received in their department and sub-
mit it to the Finance Department and will also be required to be part of
their annual reports that are presented to the County Board.

Mr. Mode moved that Resolution No. 2013-03 be adopted. Sec-
onded and carried.

Mr. Jones read Resolution No. 2013-04.

WHEREAS, Jefferson County has self-funded its worker’'s com-
pensation program since the early 1980’s, and

WHEREAS, that process involves using a third party administrator
to process claims and defend disputed claims, and

WHEREAS, Claim No. 2011-022082 has been disputed and a
hearing was scheduled for March 19, 2013, and

WHEREAS, the third party administrator and the attorney defend-
ing the claim have recommended settlement in the amount of $24,999
which forecloses any and all future claims for continuing problems
arising from the injury involved or any other injury during the claim-
ant’'s employment with Jefferson County, and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee recommends settlement in the
amount of $24,999 given the possible exposure and the potential of
additional future claims,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Worker’'s Compensa-
tion Claim No. 2011-022082 shall be settled for a full and final amount
of $24,999 including all future claims of any kind for injury during
claimant’'s employment with Jefferson County.

Fiscal Note: Sufficient funds are in Account #100.239003, Worker’s
Compensation Retention, and will be used to pay the settlement and
attorney’s fees accrued to date. Claimant’'s name and the medical
details have been excluded from this resolution for privacy purposes.
The Finance Committee has reviewed the details and recommends
this settlement in the County’s best interest. The settlement is con-
tingent upon final approval by the Department of Workforce Devel-
opment.

Mr. Jones moved that Resolution No. 2013-04 be adopted.
Seconded and carried: Ayes 25, Noes 0, Absent 5 (Tietz, Nass, Bre-
gant, Foelker, Schultz).
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Mr. Buchanan presented Resolution No. 2013-05.

WHEREAS, the Jefferson County Highway Department original fa-
cility was built in 1938 and is outdated and no longer adequate for
modern highway department operations, and

WHEREAS, four consulting firms conducted highway facility stud-
ies between 1999 and 2012, and it was determined the best option
was to replace the current highway facilities with a new facility on a
new site, and

WHEREAS, the County Board authorized the purchase of the ‘Old
Countryside Home’ property at the County Board meeting on Sep-
tember 11, 2012, and

WHEREAS, an offer was made and accepted and it is expected
Jefferson County will finalize the purchase of the ‘Old Countryside
Home’ property on April 17, 2013, and

WHEREAS, the Highway Department was authorized by the In-
frastructure Committee on February 19, 2013, to issue a Request
for Proposals (RFP) to architectural/design firms for the design, plan
development, and construction oversight for a new Highway Depart-
ment main facility to be located at the ‘Old Countryside Home’ prop-
erty, and

WHEREAS, the Highway Department issued the RFP for design
services on February 20, 2013, and received thirteen proposals by
the due date of March 15, 2013, and

WHEREAS, the Infrastructure Committee on March 20, 2013, au-
thorized the Highway Department to review the proposals and to re-
turn with recommendations to the Infrastructure Committee, and

WHEREAS, the Highway Department reviewed the qualifications
and ranked the design proposals, and also met with the Dodge Coun-
ty Highway Commissioner and Assistant Highway Commissioner, af-
ter they had reviewed and ranked the design proposals, and

WHEREAS, the Infrastructure Committee and Highway Committee
met for a joint meeting on April 10, 2013, to discuss the proposals
and to receive input from the Highway Commissioner on the highest
ranked firms from the review, and

WHEREAS, the committees discussed the proposals and the qual-
ifications and experience of the top ranked design firms and then dis-
cussed the ranking of the top six firms, and

WHEREAS, Barrientos Design was identified as the top ranked
firm based on the review of all proposals received, and was the rec-
ommended firm for the design work, and

WHEREAS, the Highway Committee and Infrastructure Committee
discussed the qualifications and cost of the Barrientos Design pro-
posal and determined it to be the best design firm for the project, and

WHEREAS, the following fees were included with the Barrientos
Design proposal:
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Base Services: Design, Bid Documents, Construction $592,400.00
Itemized Services (If needed):

Survey/CSM $9,100.00
Geotechnical Work & Analysis $9,240.00
Wetland Delineation $3,259.00

Total Fee with ltemized Services: $613.999.00

WHEREAS, the Highway Committee and Infrastructure Committee
passed unanimous motions on April 10, 2013, to recommend to the
County Board that Barrientos Design be approved as the Lead De-
signer/Architect on the Highway Department main facility design in
Jefferson, and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee met on April 11, 2013, and re-
viewed the funding options for the design fees, and after discussing
various options, the Finance Committee passed a motion to recom-
mend a funds transfer of $614,000 from the committed fund balance
for highway facilities,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Highway Com-
missioner and County Board Administrator are authorized to negoti-
ate and enter into a contract with Barrientos Design for $613,999 for
the design, plan development and construction oversight for the new
main facility for the Jefferson County Highway Department.

Fiscal Note: Funds for this contract will come from the committed fund
balance for highway facilities in the 2013 budget, Subsequent Year
Budget #100.353100, and be transferred to Land and Improvements/
Consultant #53284.521220. As a budget amendment, 20 affirmative
votes are required.

Mr. Buchanan moved for the adoption of Resolution No. 2013-
05. Seconded.

Mr. Reese moved that Resolution No. 2013-05 be postponed
for further consideration until the May 14, 2013, County Board
meeting. Seconded and carried: Ayes 18, Noes 7 (Rinard, Torres,
Hanneman, Schroeder, Kannard, Jaeckel, Zentner), Absent 5 (Tietz,
Nass, Bregant, Foelker, Schultz).

Nehmer is authorized to execute grant contract # F-95-P-46 with the
Department of Natural Resources in the amount of $49,800 for the
construction of a handicapped accessible fishing platform on Black-
hawk Island and the related parking facilities.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 2013 budget is amended
by increasing Account 1801.421099 State Aid Capital, and Account
1801.594829 Capital Improvement Other, by the amount of $49,800.

Fiscal Note: The total project cost is expected to be $62,540. The
County’s share of $12,740 shall be provided in kind through existing
Parks Department staff and funds. As a budget amendment, this res-
olution requires twenty (20) affirmative votes for passage.

Mr. Borland moved that Resolution No. 2013-17 be adopted.
Seconded and carried: Ayes 24, Noes 1 (Schroeder), Absent 5 (Tietz,
Nass, Bregant, Foelker, Schultz).

Mr. Borland presented Resolution No. 2013-18.

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin enacted legislation providing
for allocation of funds to the respective counties on an acreage basis
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for county fish and game projects on the condition that the counties
match the state allocation, and

WHEREAS, Jefferson County desires to participate in county fish
and game projects pursuant to the provisions of s. 23.09(12) of the
Wisconsin Statutes,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Jefferson County
Board of Supervisors, that the Board is hereby authorized to expend
the funds appropriated and the funds to be received from the State
of Wisconsin for the improvement of fish and wildlife habitat, and to
operate and maintain or to cause to be operated and maintained the
projects for their intended purpose, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Jefferson County Board
authorizes the Parks Director to act on behalf of Jefferson County
to submit a state grant application to the Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) for financial aid for county fish and game
projects, sign documents and take necessary action to undertake,
direct and complete the approved projects.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Jefferson County Board
does hereby appropriate a matching allocation for such project and
such appropriations shall continue as long as state matching aids are
available, or until this resolution is modified by this Board.

Fiscal Note: The County’s 2013 state allocation is $1,560. The Coun-
ty’s match is force account labor to do the projects. This year’s proj-
ect will continue the woodland restoration at Carnes Park, providing
nesting areas for wood ducks, ground nesting birds and song birds.

Mr. Borland moved that Resolution No. 2013-18 be adopted.
Seconded and carried: Ayes 25, Noes 0, Absent 5 (Tietz, Nass, Bre-
gant, Foelker, Schultz).

Mr. Borland read Resolution No. 2013-19.
WHEREAS, Jefferson County is interested in developing lands for

public outdoor recreation purposes as described in the application,
and

WHEREAS, financial aid is required to carry out the annual snow-
mobile trail maintenance project, and

WHEREAS, Jefferson County has budgeted a sum sufficient to
complete the project,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board authorizes
Joseph W. Nehmer, Jefferson County Parks Department Director, to
act on behalf of Jefferson County to:

» submit an application to the State of Wisconsin Department of
Natural Resources for any financial aid that may be available for
the snowmobile trail maintenance project;

+ submit reimbursement claims along with necessary supporting
documentation within 6 months of project completion date;

* submit signed documents; and
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» take necessary action to undertake, direct and complete the ap-
proved project.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Jefferson County will comply
with state or federal rules for the programs to be open to the gener-
al public during reasonable hours consistent with the type of facility
and will obtain from the State of Wisconsin Department of Natural
Resources approval in writing before any change is made in the use
of the project sites.

Fiscal Note: The snowmobile trail maintenance program is expected
to cost $45,675 for winter 2013-2014. One hundred percent (100%)
of this cost is funded by the grant.

Mr. Borland moved that Resolution No. 2013-19 be adopted.
Seconded and carried.

Mr. Borland read Resolution No. 2013-20.

WHEREAS, the Parks Department has $75,000 in the 2013 budget
to put recreational equipment in various parks, and

WHEREAS, the goal is to raise private funds in addition to the bud-
geted amount, and

WHEREAS, naming rights have been considered as an incentive to
obtain donations for this purpose, and

WHEREAS, the Korth Park playground is estimated to cost ap-
proximately $75,000 of which the Parks Department seeks to raise
$37,500 from the private sector in the form of donations, and

WHEREAS, preliminary discussions have indicated that the ability
to place the donor’s name on the playground for the duration of the
equipment’s life cycle could generate as much as $15,000 in a single
donation (which may be spread over three years), and

WHEREAS, the Parks Committee has reviewed this concept and
recommends the Board also approve,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Parks Department
is authorized to offer naming rights for the future Korth Park play-
ground upon a $15,000 commitment, whether paid all at once or in
increments over three years,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the naming rights shall be for the
duration of the equipment initially installed.

Fiscal Note: The 2013 Parks Department budget contains $75,000
for the purchase of recreational equipment. The Parks Department,
in conjunction with the private sector, has set a goal of raising $37,500
in private donations to make the Korth Park playground a reality. This
would allow for the remaining levy dollars to be utilized in other areas
of the park system.

Mr. Borland moved that Resolution No. 2013-20 be adopted.
Seconded and carried: Ayes 23, Noes 2 (Zentner, Christensen), Ab-
sent 5 (Tietz, Nass, Bregant, Foelker, Schultz).
